Meditation from Anawim Way 
 

The two sons in the parable are symbolic 
of two categories of people: those who 
merely talk about doing the will of God 
and those who actually do it. Jesus 
applies these two categories – the empty 
talkers and the repentant believers – to 
the religious leaders and the public 
sinners, such as the tax collectors and 
prostitutes. Matthew, the only evangelist 
who includes this parable in his Gospel, 

was a tax collector. He treasured this story because he knew well which category he himself belonged 
to, and how the Lord invited him into the Kingdom. We need to ask ourselves which category best 
describes us. There is always a danger that we are satisfying ourselves with a superficial yes to God, but 
keeping that yes in a separate compartment from the rest of our lives. If we tolerate such a split in our 
Christian life, if we are Christians on Sunday but not on Monday, then we are at risk of cancelling our 
verbal yes with a practical no.  
 

We know that it is never right to say no to God, so we do not dare to say it. Yet there are many ways we 
still say no, some more subtle than others. Some no’s are little more than impulsive first reactions. 
When we come to our senses, we can quickly change our minds and do what is right. But some no’s 
have deeper hidden roots. We might fool ourselves into thinking that we are rather good, telling 
ourselves that we do not murder anyone, commit adultery or steal. This allows us to comfortably 
“forget” our other sins, hidden in the heart: resentment, pride, selfishness, laziness, and envy. What 
about the times we ignore the needs of others, or when we are silent in the face of injustice, when we 
act like the priest and the Levite instead of the Good Samaritan (cf. Lk 10:29-37)? Righteousness is not a 
matter of merely looking good. Every sin, no matter how hidden, is a no to God! It looks bad to Him!  
 

The good news, however, is that we can be set free from all these sins if we repent and return humbly 
to the Lord. We can joyfully sing the words of today’s Psalm: “Good and upright is the LORD; thus He 
shows sinners the way. He guides the humble to justice, He teaches the humble His way.”  
 

How does the Lord “teach the humble His way”? He does not simply point out our no’s. He is not a 
policeman. The Lord invites us to grow beyond our self-centred preoccupations, to focus not on our 
failures or successes, but on the needs of others. This is the mature way of love described by St. Paul in 
the second reading. Paul begs us to empty ourselves, leaving behind our selfishness and vainglory, and 
looking to others’ interests rather than our own. This ideal of self-emptying love is exactly the way 
revealed by Jesus Christ Himself. So Paul tells us, “Have in you the same attitude that is also in Christ 
Jesus.” Jesus is all yes to the will of the Father. Let us allow His yes, His love, to ring out in our daily lives, 
in our words and especially in our deeds.  
 

Do I say yes to God in my words but do not do His will in practice?  
Am I too convinced of my own righteousness to admit that I am a sinner?  
Am I a Christian on Sunday but not on Monday and the rest of the week?  

Mary, help me to leave behind me my selfishness and vainglory and think of the interest of others.

The Present Darkness (Spiritual Warfare) with Fr Waltz YDisciple Episode 5 – 22 minutes 

The Catechism teaches: Finding himself in the midst of the battlefield man has to struggle to do what is 
right, and it is at great cost to himself, and aided by God’s grace, that he succeeds in achieving his own inner 
integrity” (CCC 409).  In this session we will discuss how to live without fear in this present darkness and 
how to contend with the forces of evil. 
WHAT IS TRUTH? ANSWERING COMMON QUESTIONS - Dr Edward Sri—22 minutes 
Challenging our relativistic culture is not easy.  We must have a clear understanding of the classical view of 
moralility and the importance of virtue and friendship, a picture of what real freedom looks like, and a 
vision for learning the art of living.  And most importantly: the guiding and unifying principle for every 
encounter must be love.  Love not only guides what we say and how we say it – it is our reason for saying 
anything at all.  This session will look at several common questions about moral relativism and how we talk 
about it to others.   

Feast of the Archangels  Michael, Raphael and Gabriel  - 29 September  
 

The Catholic Church confirms the existence of angels, and that they are active in our lives. 
So, what is an angel? What is an archangel? And what makes them so special? 
 

The Catechism states, "The existence of the spiritual, non-corporeal beings that Sacred Scripture 
usually calls 'angels' is a truth of faith," (Catechism of the Catholic Church, paragraph 328). The 

word, "angel," comes from the Greek word, 
"aggelos," which means, "messenger. "The Bible 
recognizes, "nine choirs" of angels. Each choir has 
a name and a purpose. 
 

The Bible also mentions archangels. Archangels 
are recognized as leaders, and they are entrusted 
by God with special duties.The Bible and the 
Church recognizes seven archangels, although just 
three are known by name, Michael, Gabriel, and 
Raphael. 
 

The name Michael means "one who is like God." 
His will is focused, immovable, and entirely driven 
toward accomplishing goodness; he is the 

protector of souls and wields his powerful sword against the poisonous and indictive aspirations 
of the devil who Jesus calls a "murderer from the beginning" and the "father of lies" (John 8:44). 
 

During a visit to the Sanctuary of Saint Michael the Archangel, Pope John Paul II said, "The battle 
against the devil . . . is the principal task of Saint Michael the archangel." 
 

Scripture narrates the same truth: "Then war broke out in heaven; Michael and his angels battled 
against the dragon. Although the dragon and his angels fought back, they were overpowered and 
lost their place in heaven. The huge dragon, the ancient serpent known as the devil or Satan, the 
seducer of the whole world, was driven out; he was hurled down to earth and his minions with 
him" (Revelation 12:7-9). 
 

Gabriel means "God is my strength". He was sent from God to Nazareth, "to a virgin betrothed to 
a man named Joseph, . . . and the virgin's name was Mary. And coming to her, he said, "Hail, 
favored one! The Lord is with you" (Luke 1:27-28). Pope St. Gregory the Great wrote: "He 
[Gabriel] came to announce the One who appeared as a humble man to quell the cosmic powers. 
Thus, God's strength announced the coming of the Lord of the heavenly powers, mighty in 
battle" (excerpt from Homily 34, 8-9). 
 

Raphael means "God is my health". He is one of seven angels "who enter and serve before the 
Glory of the Lord" (Tobit 12:15). The meaning of Raphael's name reflects the fact that he touched 
Tobit's eyes in order to heal them of blindness.St. Augustine teaches in reference to the angels' 
office and nature: "Angel' is the name of their office, not of their nature. If you seek the name of 
their nature, it is 'spirit'; if you seek the name of their office, it is 'angel': from what they are, 
'spirit,' from what they do, 'angel.'" In other words, the office of the angels is one of mission, as 
messengers of God, while their nature is defined as non-physical, personal spiritual beings 
created by God.  
 

The Catechism teaches in reference to the angels' office: "With their whole beings the angels are 
servants and messengers of God. Because they always behold the face of my Father who is in 
heaven' they are the mighty ones who do his word, hearkening to the voice of his 
word'" (Catechism of the Catholic Church 329; Mt 18:10).
